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The aim of this project is to provide medical 
help and ensure health care for people living 
in refugee camps around Gulu, Northern 
Uganda. MPNUP will take place from 1st 
January until 31st December, 2010. A team 
consisting of a doctor, a driver, a coordinator 
and 3 pharmacy students will visit the 
refugee camps 3 times per week and provide 
basic medical care.
