1 currently there are about 39.5 million people living with HIV infection or AIDS in
the world, out of who 25 million live in Sub-Saharan Africa?

1 everyyear about 3 million people get infected, which means a new infection
every 10 seconds, leading to 8 000 people becoming infected every day?

1 everyyear an estimated 2 million people die of the disease, 1.5 million in Sub-
Saharan Africa.

1 indeveloping countries only 25% of those in immediate need of life-saving
medication receive treatment?

7 there are over 12 million orphans in Africa who lost their parents to AIDS?

Why should we get involved?

As pharmacy students and young pharmacists, we are in the position to HELP others
get a better understanding of how the disease spreads, the importance of the
prevention, available therapies, where patients can get help.

By educating more and more people, we can also draw attention to the devastating
effects of stigmatization.

1 Set up a booth with campaign materials - leaflets, guidelines of HIV treatment inside
the mall or other public places

1 HIV positive patient can come to the faculty for carrying out a workshop about HIV
awareness focused on the point of view of the patient.

1 Hang HIV campaign pictures/posters all over the faculty

1 Collaborate with other local or national health organisations

1 Organise charity events such as concerts or auctions

9 Start an educational program for non-pharmacy students and organise activities all

around the year
