IPSF representative on CPA Council, August 2009

For the first time, IPSF was invited as an official observer onto the CPA council at the Accra, Ghana
CPA conference where national presidents also represent their national pharmaceutical bodies
from across the Commonwealth nations. This allowed IPSF and pharmacy students to be
represented and share our concerns and common ties between professionals and students.
